Archbishop Robert Carlson has just announced that all schools in the Archdiocese of St. Louis will
close beginning Wednesday, March 18",

Archbishop Carlson made this decision in cooperation with local and state government and health
officials. Archbishop Carlson says the health and safety of the people of the archdiocese is a priority and
sees this decision as the best path forward to mitigate the spread of the COVID-19 virus in our arca.
