
St. Vincent High School Dance Permission and Dress Code  

1.  Non- St. Vincent Students: must fill out a guest permission slip and turn it into the office one week before 
the dance. 
2.  All school dances are from 7:00pm-10:30pm with the exception of Prom. 
3.  Once students arrive for a dance they are not permitted to leave the building.  If it is absolutely necessary 
for a student to return to their vehicle, a chaperone must accompany them at all times. 
4.  A student who wishes to leave the dance early MUST have permission from a parent. 
5.  Doors will open for students to enter the dance ½ hour before the advertised start time. 
6.  A breathalyzer test will be conducted by the local police force and given to each student before admittance 
into a dance is granted. 
 * If a student does not pass the test they have broken the law and parents will be notified.  The   

student will be punished according to the law and also receive discipline from school  
administration.

Formal attire is required for Homecoming and 

Prom. The following dress code/restrictions will be in effect.  
Violation(s) may result in being asked to go home and dress properly before returning. Parents will be 

notified. If dress code violation(s) is noticed/occurs after admittance, student/attendee may be removed 

from the dance and, as above, asked to go home and dress appropriately before returning....parents will be 
called. 
FEMALE ATTENDEES: 

A. The top OF THE DRESS cannot be backless and cannot drop below the neck more than six (6) inches. 

B. The dress cannot be shorter than four (4) inches above the top of the knee cap. 

C. Midriff areas cannot be exposed. 
D. Slits no higher than fingertip length. 

E. No bubble or stretchy tight dresses/skirts that may creep up. 
F. NO CLEAVAGE SHOULD SHOW 

G. No sheer/see-through dresses, skirts or tops. 
H. Jeans or shorts are not permitted. 

I. Strapless/spaghetti straps are allowed (but must meet modest)  

MALES ATTENDEES: 
a. Must wear collared shirts, slacks, and tie apparel. 

b. Shirts must have sleeves. 
c. Jeans or shorts are not permitted
